Judy’s ministries. She
sustained a concussion and a
broken rib, but is healing well
and is very busy working at St.
Damian Hospital because the
clinic in Fondwa is

gone! Thank you for thinking

to you periodically on how we
are using your contributions.

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DONATIONS FOR HAITI
RELIEF—PLEASE NOTE

A special tax relief provision
was enacted on January 22,
2010, regarding contributions
given to charities providing
earthquake assistance in Haiti.
People who give to eligible
charities may claim these
donations on the 2009 tax
returns that they are completing
this season. Taxpayers who
itemize deductions on Schedule
A of their tax return can claim
their cash donations to
qualifying charities made after
January 11, 2010, and before
March 1, 2010, on either their
2009 or 2010 tax return, but not
both. This new law applies to
contributions made by text
message, check , credit card or
debit card. It provides an
immediate tax benefit for the
many taxpayers who have made
generous donations to those

affected by the Haiti earthquake.

Be sure to keep a record of any
deductible donations you make.
