Solar Panels
Perhaps you have noticed, there has been a
large array of solar panels erected in the
new school parking lot. This project is part of
the sustainable school ground renovation
that took place in the summer of 2009.
These panels were installed to help offset the
costs of electricity used for irrigation and
lighting. Blue Marble Solar installed these
panels and will help monitor their long-term
performance. Don Zimmerman, owner of
Blue Marble Solar, will be working closely
with Jason Trinklien, COK-SM Information
Technologist, to link data from these panels
through a wireless link to the school’s
network. Information, such as kilowatt
hours produced, amount of greenhouse gases
saved, and comparable energy hours will be
monitored through an online web portal.
This is a great opportunity to educate
students about sustainable energy practices.

The energy generated from these panels will
be tied directly into the SCE&G power grid.
In this way, we will be selling energy to
SCE&G when the sun is shining and buying
energy on cloudy days and at night. The
system was sized to completely generate all
the power needed to run the new school
parking area lighting with a little extra to
handle irrigation needs. A non-battery
based grid-tied system was chosen to avoid
the possibility of down-time during
prolonged cloudy periods. This “virtual-
battery” system provides the best of both
worlds, locally generated renewable energy
with the security of the utility provided
power grid. We are now able to utilize the
great capacity of the sun’s energy and still
have the assurance that our lights and
irrigation will be there when needed, not
only when the sun is shining.

Alternative energy sources and sustainable
practices are being explored for use at other
areas of the church and school campus.

CONFIRMATION: Students are prepared in their 8th Grade
year, through the R.O.C. program, or COK-SM School to receive
the Sacrament of Confirmation.

VISIT THE WAY OF

THE CROSS GARDEN
SEEK RENEWED STRENGTH IN THE QUIET BEAUTY OF
OUR WINTER GARDEN.
The Season of Lent is here. It is a season of preparation and
reflection, a season of hope. As you prepare your heart for this
time of remembrance, the garden staff invites you to visit The
Way of the Cross Garden. The Stations of the Cross serve to
remind of us of Jesus’ most sacrificial journey. During Lent
each of the stations will be reflected upon in the bulletin. We
invite you to use this garden as a guide for remembering Jesus’
journey.

Station 7—Jesus Falls the Second Time
The purple and red symbolize the sorrow and the bloodshed.
The weight of the cross grows heavier and heavier. Christ’s
human condition caused suffering and vulnerability beyond our
belief. He bravely carried on for us. Help us Lord, to continue
on Your way no matter how hard life gets.

Station 8—Jesus Meets the Women
The use of the color blue here is used to calm us. It symbolizes
piety and sincerity. Even in Jesus’ state of suffering he still has
it within him to comfort and console the women. The pink
represents the women and shows Christ’s love and respect for
feminine empathy and understanding. Christ broke all kinds of
social and religious conventions to connect with them. Now
they are here to support him. He feels their grief.

Station 9—Jesus Falls the Third Time
Red represents Christ’s undeniable bravery on his journey to be
crucified. This last fall is devastating. Try to contemplate him
lying on the ground under the tremendous weight of the cross.
His brokenness makes us whole. His surrender gives us life.
